PUBLIC HEARINGS

SHOREBREAK PV PANELS — Consideration of a REGULAR COASTAL PERMIT (RC16-00002) to
allow the installation of four solar carport structures and a roof-mounted photovoltaic system at
the existing Oceanside RV Park located at 1510 S. Item continued from the May 23, 2016
Planning Commission public hearing.

RAJAN ROOF DECK ADDITION — Consideration of a REGULAR COASTAL PERMIT (RC16-00005)
to allow the expansion of a roof deck at an existing single-family residence located at 1728 S.
Pacific St. Staff is recommending approval.

ALDRICH DUPLEX — Consideration of a DEVLOPMENT PLAN (D15-00004) and REGULAR
COASTAL PERMIT (RC15-00006) involving the development of one, three-story residential
duplex building on a 6,011-square foot partially developed parcel located at the southwest
corner of South Myers Street and Whaley Street. Staff is recommending approval.

Class Attendance and Rising Revenues — Oceanside Parks and Recreation continues to
expand its efforts to increase participation in its programs. We are pleased to provide the
following information:

e In fiscal year 2013/2014, the contractual classes had 1,022 enrollments with total
revenues of $77,316

e For fiscal year 2014/2015, there were 1,522 enrollments and revenues of $82,688

e Currently, for fiscal year 2015/2016, we have 2,235 enrollments and $143,577 in
revenues, with an extended forecast of 2,800+ enrollments and $165,000 in revenues to
close out the year. Program revenues will have increased 113% from FY 2013/14
