VERIZON WIRELESS @ 4079 CALLE PLATINO – Consideration of a CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT 
(CUP14-00026) to allow antenna upgrades and continued operation of a wireless tele-
communication facility located at 4079 Calle Platino.  Staff is recommending approval. 
 

TREMONT TRIO – Consideration of a DEVELOPMENT PLAN (D14-00015) and REGULAR 
COASTAL PERMIT (RC14-00016) to allow the demolition of an existing 800-square-foot single 
family residence and one car garage in order to allow development of a new 4,942-square-foot 
three-story duplex off of Tremont Street and a 485 square-foot addition (re-configured garage 
with bonus room above) to the existing duplex structure located off of Broadway Street.  Staff 
is recommending approval.

El Corazon Aquatics Center - The City has issued a RFP for the El Corazon Aquatics 
Center.  Proposals are due to the City July 30, 2015, with evaluations and interviews to be 
conducted during the first two weeks of August.  Staff anticipates City Council to consider the 
item on October 7, 2015. 
 

Annual Overlay Program: Resurfacing of the ECR/Vista Way Intersection - The work 
to overlay El Camino Real at Vista Way and at HWY 78 is close to completion.  The first coat of 
striping was laid down last week along with pavement markers.  City and CALTRANS traffic 
detector loops will be installed this week.  Preparation for dry utility adjustments are made by 
AT&T and SDG&E.  In order to avoid daytime congestion, all work activities are scheduled for 
evenings.
