IMMACULATE HEART RADIO – Consideration of CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT (CUP12-00001) 
to allow the relocation of one of four existing AM radio antenna towers to a new location on 
the same property located at 2766 South Santa Fe Avenue,  where Sagewood Drive dead-
ends.  Staff is recommending approval. 
 
HOUSING ELEMENT UPDATE – Public workshops to discuss GENERAL PLAN (GPA12-00002) 
and LOCAL COASTAL PLAN AMENDMENT (LCPA12-00004) to adopt a comprehensive 
update of the City’s Housing Element for the state-prescribed 2013-2020 planning period. 
City staff is seeking input from the Planning Commission, Housing Commission, and 
community stakeholders on proposed changes to the current Housing Element intended to 
achieve compliance with state housing law and thereby maintain eligibility for various 
regional, state, and federal funding programs.  Subject to review and certification by the 
California Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD), the Housing 
Element articulates goals, objectives, and policies related to the provision of adequate 
housing for all segments of the City’s population.  The Housing Element includes an 
assessment of current and future housing needs, an analysis of constraints to the 
production and preservation of housing, an inventory of land resources available for 
housing development, and an outline of programs designed to reduce barriers to and 
enhance opportunities for meeting the City’s housing needs.  Staff recommends that the 
City Council authorize staff to forward the draft Housing Element to the 
California Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) for 
review.
